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Manatee News Bite

1. Manatees are mammals, & their closest relative is the
elephant.

2. Manatees move at a relaxing speed of about 5mph but
can move up to 19 mph in short bursts.

3. Manatees have a voracious appetite- they can eat 10-15%
of their body weight each day!

4. After seeing one for the first time in 1492, Christopher
Columbus wrote that he had seen a mermaid.

5. Manatees are protected by the 1972 Marine Mammal
Protection Act (MMPA) and also by the Endangered Species
Act

6. Manatees don't have any natural predators, making for a
long lifespan — often 50-60 years in the wild, and even
longer in captivity!

7. USGS (US Geological Survey), USFWS (US Fish and
Wildife Service) and FWC (Florida Wildiife Commission).
deem the manatees in Crystal River are some of the
healthiest manatees in the world.

How can we help the manatees and other marine wildlife
that live near and in our waterways?
Practice responsible anchoring to avoid destruction of
primary food source, no harassment or separating mothers
from calves, donate to SCR who is planting seagrass and
improving manatee habitat every day!
